All worn-out or old parts shall be the property of the contractor.

All parts should comply ISI, ISO or equivalent certification, wherever applicable and
have to be approved by the authorized officer of the Institute. In case it is found at any
stage during the AMC period that sub-standard/inferior quality items supplied,
necessary action will be taken against the firm, including premature termination of
contract, forfeiture of performance security and debarring them for participating in
future tender process.
